Update to the Department of Justice ADA 
Regulations & Standards 

 -On July 26, 2010, the 20th anniversary of the signing of the Americans with 
Disabilities Act (ADA), the Department of Justice (DOJ) announced the issuance 
of revised ADA Regulations governing Title II and Title III entities (2010 
Regulations) which included revised ADA Accessibility Guidelines for Buildings 
and Facilities (2010 ADA Standards for Accessible Design). 

 

-The 2010 ADA Standards for Accessible Design are based on the US Access 
.ƻŀǊŘΩǎ 2004 ADA/ABA Accessibility Guidelines. 

 

-The 2010 Regulations became effective on September 15, 2010.  

 

-On March 15, 2012 compliance with the  2010 ADA Standards for Accessible 
Design will be required for new construction, alterations to existing facilities, and  

existing structures to the extent they must comply with their ongoing obligation 
for readily achievable barrier removal (the removal of inaccessible elements 
without much difficulty or expense). 



The Building Code 

Å In addition to the ADA, there are several other Federal laws 
that impact accessibility. Additionally, most state/local 
building codes apply accessibility requirements to commercial 
and multi-family residential construction.

ÅPublic entities will not have to make each facility accessible

ÅTitle III requires that private entities that own, operate, or 
lease places of public accommodation may not 
discriminate on the basis of disability in providing goods 
and services and must remove all structural and 
architectural barriers to accessibility by persons with a 
disability if such removal is "readily achievable." (Easily 
accomplishable without much difficulty or expense) 

 

 

 



Barrier Removal & Title III of the ADA ς No such

ÅBarriers can often be removed by making small changes to the 

physical environment, HOWEVER, the exact costs that must 
be spent on barrier removal are not detailed in the ADA.   

 

ÅThe judgment of what is readily achievable is done on a case-
by-case basis.  This process is not a one-time effort, but rather 
is something that must continually be re-evaluated.  
Something that is cost prohibitive today for a facility, might be

Note for Pools ς DOJ has delayed 
effective date and issued NPRM 

 ÅOn Thursday, March 15, 2012, Attorney General Eric Holder 
signed a final rule extending the date for compliance with 
sections 242 and 1009 of the 2010 Americans with Disabilities 
Act (ADA) Standards for Accessible Design as it relates to the 
provision of accessible entry and exit to existing swimming 
pools, wading pools, and spas for a period of 60 days after the 
publication of the rule in the Federal Register. (May 21, 2012) 

ÅOn that same day, the Attorney General also signed a Notice 
of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) seeking public comment on 
whether a longer period of time would be appropriate to 
allow pool owners and operators to meet their compliance 
obligations.

Å80 inches minimum clear head room 

 

Å36 inches clear width (32 inches at accessible doors) 

 

ÅPassing space at least 5 ft. minimum X 5 ft. minimum 
provided at reasonable intervals, if less than 60 inches of 
clear width is provided along an accessible route. 

 

ÅFirm, stable, slip resistant surfaces 

 

ÅSlope may not exceed 5% (1:20) for walking surfaces; cross 
slope may not exceed 1:48 (2%). 



Accessible Route Continued- 
ÅChanges in level between ¼ inch and ½ inch must be 

beveled with a slope no greater than 1:2. 

 

ÅCarpeting shall be securely attached, maximum pile 
thickness of ½ inch, exposed edges attached to ground 

 

ÅGratings ς shall have spaces no greater than ½ inch wide in 
one direction. Gratings shall be placed so that the long 
dimension is perpendicular to the prominent direction of

208.3.1 Location of Accessible Parking Spaces 

ÅParking spaces complying with 502 that serve a particular 
building or facility shall be located on the shortest accessible 
route from parking to an entrance complying with 206.4.  

ÅWhere parking serves more than one accessible entrance, 
parking spaces complying with 502 shall be dispersed and 
located on the shortest accessible route to the accessible 
entrances. 

Å In parking facilities that do not serve a particular building or 
facility, parking spaces complying with 502 shall be located on 
the shortest accessible route to an accessible pedestrian 
entrance of the parking facility. 

 

 

 



208.3.1 Accessible Parking Location 
Exceptions: 

ÅEXCEPTIONS: 

 

1. All van parking spaces shall be permitted to be grouped on one 
level within a multi-story parking facility. 

 

2. Parking spaces shall be permitted to be located in different 
parking facilities if substantially equivalent or greater accessibility 
is provided in terms of distance from an accessible entrance or 
entrances, parking fee, and user convenience.

Ten percent of patient and visitor parking spaces 
provided to serve hospital outpatient facilities shall 
comply with 502.  
 
208.2.2 Rehabilitation Facilities and Outpatient Physical

Twenty percent of patient and visitor parking spaces 
provided to serve rehabilitation facilities specializing in 
treating conditions that affect mobility and outpatient 
physical therapy facilities shall comply with 502.
